Using the Generic driver in WinCap

To use the Generic Driver (#37) you have to add the parameters to the wcapture.ini line as follows:

Service1=37,Port,Baud,Parity,DataBits,StopBits,MinBytesPerStory,MaxBytesPerStory,TimeOutInSeconds,HeadlinePrefix,HeadlineOffset,HeadlineLength,TerminationString

Example:

Service1=37,1,9600,n,8,1,1,16384,30,GF,1,17,NNNN

The defaults for the new parameters are:

MinBytesPerStory = 1

MaxBytesPerStory = 16384

TimeOutInSeconds = 30

HeadlinePrefix = GF

HeadlineOffset = 1 (1 based)

HeadlineLength = 17

TerminationString = ""

Any parameters that are not specified will be defaulted to the above values.

NOTE: If you set up a termination string, you will usually also have a larger MinBytesPerStory than 1. Otherwise, any characters that are received after the termination string, but before the start of the next feed would be considered a separate story. Many providers send one or more carriage returns after the termination string. For this reason, when using a termination string, we would recommend using a MinBytesPerStory of at least 10.
